Parliament attacking the Royalist city of York





Charles sent letter to Royalist commander, his nephew Rupert, to help York





Parliamentary army left siege of York to intercept Rupert at Marston Moor, before he could reach York.





Rupert did 22-mile march crossing three rivers to go round Parliament’s army. He was between York and his enemy. The siege was over.





Rupert had to decide if he should attack Parliament’s army – which outnumbered his.





Rupert ordered to fight by King Charles.

2nd July 1644





Rupert’s army arrived at Marston Moor early in the morning





Royalists decided to wait for the Marquis of Newcastle’s army to come out of York





Therefore no surprise attack before parliamentary army ready.





Battle did not start until 7 p.m. Ended at 9 p.m.





Cromwell's cavalry attacked Rupert’s bravest and best men. Thoroughly defeated them.





Cromwell’s troops then helped those led BY Fairfax and helped win the battle.





4150 Royalist dead, only 300 parliamentary soldiers killed
